Re: GDCO Scholarship — Girls Education - Brief Report

Last year, we reported to you to the effect that during the 2002 Ethiopian academic year
(2009/2010), a total of 300 students (42% female students) recruited from 21 preparatory high
school (1 1™ and 12 grades) have benefited from the GDCO Scholarship. From the total 128
female students, 61 girls, shy of one girl who left school due to poor health, enrolled in 11"
grade have successfully completed and promoted to 12 grade. All the 66 female students in 12
grade have achieved a passing score and have joined the various State Universities in the
country. This is 99% success/ achievement.

In the current Ethiopian academic year (2002) which end at the end of June 2010, another 300
students (48% female students) in 26 preparatory high schools have benefited from the
Scholarship program. Scholarship students by school and sex is tabled below:

e The Scholarship incentive has enabled bright students, but having economic hardship, to
actively pursue their education at high school level and to join college education.

e A female student, who was once a Scholarship recipient, earned a Medical Doctor degree
and is now an assistant professor of Pediatrics at the University of Gondar. (Page 7 from
Special Issue)

e First time Scholarship awardee in one of the preparatory high schools wrote a letter to
GDCO office expressing her appreciation for the financial incentives and how it changed
her life and motivate her to actively pursue her education. (Page 8 from Special Issue)

e Government education officials at all level appreciated the support of GDCO for its
contribution to promote girls education and to improve the quality of education given.

Funding:

Last year we received a sum of US $30,000.00 from your organization. A total of $27,600.00
have been transferred through the bank and paid to Scholarship students. Only 10% have been
retained for administrative costs at Gondar Limat office in Gondar city in Ethiopia. ‘Gondar
Limat’ is an indigenous NGO in Ethiopia working as a partner with GDCO.

Next academic year (2003 —2010/2011), we planned to continue with the program by involving
300 students (50% female students) in 30 preparatory high schools. We set two options for
funding, depending on the availability of funds.

Option One:

Raising the monthly stipend from $9 to $15 (purchasing power of local currency (Birr) has
recently plummeted)

300 students x $15/month x 10 months = $45,000.00

10% book keeping and adm. Costs = 4,500.00

Total $49,500.00

Option Two:

Maintain the existing payment of $9/month

300 students x $9/month x 10 months = $27,000.00
10% book keeping and adm. Costs = $2,700.00
Total $29,700.00
